WHEN LIFE THROWS YOU SCRAPS, MAKE A QUILT! 

 

For those of you who attended the February Sew-In and sampled the wonderful treats that Karen Spellman provided, you can now recreate 

them in your own kitchen since Karen has graciously provided the recipe for the cookies (the Quick Praline Bars will be featured in a future 

issue): 

 

WHITE CHOCOLATE MACADAMIA NUT COOKIES 

 

Ingredients: 

1 cup butter, softened 

¾ cup packed light brown sugar 

½ c. white sugar 

2 eggs 

1 tsp. vanilla extract 

2½ cups flour 

1 tsp. baking soda 

½ tsp salt 

 

1 cup coarsely chopped macadamia  

   nuts (may be omitted) 

1 cup white chocolate chips or  

   coarsely chopped white chocolate  

 

Directions: 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  In large 

bowl, cream together the butter, brown 

sugar, and white sugar until smooth.  Beat  

 

in the eggs, one at a time, then stir in the vanilla.  

Combine the flour, baking soda and salt; gradually stir 

into the creamed mixture.  Mix in the macadamia nuts 

and white chocolate.  Drop dough by teaspoonfuls 

onto ungreased cookie sheets.  Bake for 10 minutes in

 PEARLS OF INSPIRATION,  

 WISDOM AND FRIENDSHIP 

 

Those of you who attended our February 19 Guild meeting witnessed the unveiling of our 2009 NSQG Quilt Show raffle quilt which was 

the creation of a gifted group that calls themselves the òDesperadosó.  Over the years these individuals have developed a very strong friendship 

through their mutual and obsessive love of fabric, passion for quilting and sewing, and sharing of lifeõs many other indulgences ð shopping, 

eating, drinking wine and embracing good times.  In addition to getting together frequently throughout the year, the Desperados have traveled 

together to Paducah and typically do overnighters during the Rosemont shows.   

 

The name, you ask?  Well, sometime ago when these friends were together ð during a period in their lives when they never seemed to have 

enough time to enjoy each otherõs company or sew for themselves ð they all acknowledged that they were òdesperate to sewó.  The 

conversation turned silly and the rest is history . . . . Desperados . . . . not bandits, thugs and outlaws . . . . but an extremely talented group 

of friends with diverse tastes who work extremely well together and have given so generously of their time as expressed by their quilt, òPearls 

of Inspiration, Wisdom and Friendshipó, which they have created for our Guild. 

 

òPearls of Inspiration, Wisdom and Friendshipó was a collaborative effort of the group who applied many of the skills they honed at a Round 

Robin they participated in a few years earlier.  A year ago in January they held their first raffle quilt meeting equipped with fabrics, books and 

lots of ideas.  Once the color scheme was decided using fabrics from their own stashes, additional fabrics from Cherrywood in various colors 

and some of the main batiks were purchased, adding their own fabrics where needed.  There were many design decisions to be made ð all 

were discussed among the group.  They were very fortunate to have Maria Lamberti who would go to work on the computer designing and 

refining their ideas, figuring out the measurements, making templates, and sample blocks or sections.   

 

The focal point of the quilt ð the flower in the center block ð was narrowed down by the group from many ideas.  It was from a Japanese 

book and was the inspiration for the symbolism of the earth, the environment, and all things beautiful in nature which are illustrated by the 

flying geese, flowers, leaves and vines.  The colors in the hand-dyed Cherrywood and batik fabrics, the natural fibers of wool batting, as well 

as the silk and cotton quilting thread help to perpetuate these earth symbols.  Other elements of the quilt hold their own symbolism:  the four 

fans in the outer corners represent the NSQG logo; the 30 òpearlsó quilted on each side in the outer border were the inspiration for the Quilt 

Show name, "Quilted Pearls"; and 30 crystals in the òpearlsó above the petals in the center block represent NSQG's 30th anniversary.  The 

quilt, which took about 400 hours to complete, is a mixture of traditional and modern, and incorporates many different colors and techniques.  

The crowning touch ð that which makes a quilt a quilt ð was artfully performed by Paula Rostkowski.   

 

If you were unable to attend our Guild meeting in February, you will be able to view this beauty on display, for one day, at the International 

Quilt Festival at the Donald E Stephens Center in Rosemont in April, in addition to our monthly meetings. 

 

A big thank you to the Desperados for their contribution to our Quilted Pearls Quilt Show ð their wonderful creation is sure to please those 

who see it ð and thrill the lucky person who wins it!
