Upcoming Program Highlights  
 

May—Laura Wasilowski 

 

Laura is a comtemporary quilt artist, author, teacher and 

creator of hand dyed fabrics and thread.  She is a professor 

and co-founder of the Chicago School of Fusing.   She lives 

in Elgin, Illinois and is the owner of Artfabrik.  

 

 In her lecture, ―I Quilt, Therefore, I Am,‖ Laura will 

present a  colorful and humorous history of the artist's life 

presented with slides of her narrative quilts like "Gus Cleans 

His Room" and "Nude Blue Chair Reclining".  The 

biographical section of the slide show is followed by 

information about the design process and techniques used in 

creating her quilts.  Laura will also sing a selection of tunes 

from the Chicago School of Fusing Bond Fire Songbook. 

After the lecture there will be a display of small art quilts 

and a trunk show of hand dyed fabric and threads from the 

ARTFABRIK dyers.  Laura’s website can be found at 

www.artfabrik.com.    

 

 

 

 

Workshops 

 

On Friday, Laura will teach her workshop, "Garden of 

Eden." In this class, students will create a small art quilt 

teeming with every flower in creation. Build a blooming 

garden on a green base of lush leaves, curly ferns and wavy 

blades of grass.  Add simple daisies, jolly tulips, and 

colorful chrysanthemums to the mix, all from colorful fused 

fabrics. Directions for free cutting flowers, bias leaves and 

fused quilt assembly processes are covered. (No sewing 

machine needed.)  

 

On Saturday, Laura will teach ―Object Lesson.‖ In this 

class, students will begin to make their own art quilts by   

designing their own fabric. Students will make swatches of 

colorful fused fabrics like florals, checks, stripes, and dots. 

Using those fused fabric swatches, they can then create an 

art quilt illustrating a familiar object. It can be an object of 

personal meaning such as a teapot, chair, or birdhouse or 

possibly an abstract collage full of texture and pattern. 

Either way, it is an original quilt made with original fabric 

designs. (No sewing machine is needed.)

Gwen is a professional quiltmaker, teacher and author of 21 books and has been a regular columnist for Ladies Circle Patchwork 

Quilts for 12 years.  For the past 21 years she has conducted quilt retreats on Beaver Island, Michigan, her year-round home.  

Her liberated folk art style is....well....liberating. In her lecture, she will talk about her interest in folk art quilts. While most of 

her ideas come directly from old quilts, she has also been inspired by other forms of folk art. This lecture is illustrated with her 

own quilts, both pieced and appliquéd.

Violet’s Oriental Ramen Noodle Salad

Chop 2 medium heads of Napa Cabbage and 2 bunches of green onions into bite size pieces.  On the stove top melt 2 

tablespoons butter. Add ingredients below and toast on the stove top. 

 

2 packages of Oriental Ramen Noodles 

3/4 to 1 cup chopped walnuts 

3 Tablespoons sesame seeds 

 

For the dressing, boil together the ingredients below. 

 

1/4 cup of apple cider vinegar 

1/2 cup of sugar 

2 TBSP soy sauce. 

 

Add 3/4 cup of oil to the boiled mixture. 

 

Chill.  When ready to serve, put all three parts together and toss well.
