Entry Type Definitions:
Each entry should qualify for one of the categories below. Sizes given are perimeter measurements. To determine the perimeter 
of your quilt, measure the top, the bottom and both sides; add these measurements together.  
  

☆ Antique – Quilts 40+years old; any size ☆  First NSQG Entry – Quilts whose makers are submitting 
 ☆ Large – Quilts larger than 280”              entries to an NSQG Quilt Show for the 1st time 
 ☆ Sofa – Quilts between 181” and 280” ☆  Garments – All; entry must be able to be worn 

☆ Wallhanging – Quilts between 72” and 180” ☆  Accessories – All; includes Dolls, Totes, Purses, 
 ☆ Miniature – Quilts smaller than 72”    Hats & 3-dimensional items 

☆ Challenge – Quilts entered in NSQG’s ☆  Youth Entry – Quilts whose makers are under 18 years 
         2009 Quilt Show challenge         of age: Must be sponsored by an NQSG member 
 
             
Entry Requirements: 

1. Applicant’s 2008-2009 membership in the Northwest Suburban Quilters Guild must be paid upon submission 
of entry form. 

2. One application is required for each item submitted. Deadline for application is July 31, 2009. 
3. For insurance purposes a color photo must be attached to each entry form even if the entry is unfinished. 

Your homeowner’s insurance may provide additional coverage for your entry during the show. 
4. A completed entry must be as clean as possible when delivered. 
5. Members submitting entries to our 2009 Quilt Show are required to volunteer for 2 hours per entry. 
6. Entries must have a label stitched to the reverse side. Label must contain the maker’s name & title of item. 
7. For hanging purposes, all quilts (excludes Miniature Quilts, Antique Quilts, Garments & Accessories) should 

have a 4” sleeve stitched or securely pinned across the top/back. Antique Quilts will not be hung. 
8. If an excess of entries are received, the 2009 Quilt Show Committee will be forced to limit the number of 

entries per member. 
 
 
 
 
 
Entry Delivery and Pick-up: 
 
 You must deliver your entries: Thursday, September 17, 2009  between 12:00 noon & 6:00 pm * 
 You must pick-up your entries: Saturday, September 19, 2009  between 6:00 pm & 7:00 pm **  
 

1. Applicants are responsible for timely delivery and pick-up of entries. Entries dropped off after the check-in 
period has ended will not be accepted for display in the show *. NSQG and the 2009 Quilt Show Committee 
cannot be held responsible for entries not picked-up by 7:00 pm on Saturday, September 19th **. 

2. A receipt will be given for each entry. Receipt(s) must be presented to reclaim entries.
